Climate change includes both global warming and its impacts on Earth's 
weather patterns. They are caused by the emission of greenhouse gases, 
mostly carbon dioxide (CO2), Nitrogen Oxide (NOX) and methane. 
Greenhouse gases are transparent to sunlight, allowing it to heat the 
Earth's surface. When the Earth emits that heat as infrared radiation the 
gases absorb it, trapping the heat near the Earth's surface and causing 
global warming.
